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D. Summary of my Activities and Future Plans
As a lawyer and social psychologist, I have focused my academic work on these two domains – law and psychology. At the beginning of my career as a researcher, most of my research work and publications centered on studying the effectiveness of persuasion tactics and interpersonal communication. My PhD thesis examined the use of a particular persuasion tactic called "Stealing the Thunder", as used in the legal process. I was the first to study this tactic in the Israeli legal system. The findings of my PhD research served for two additional publications: an article about the tactic's effectiveness and another article, in a leading journal of law, which examined a new persuasion tactic - "Stealing the Lightning". Later, as I joined the Department of Communications in The Max Stern Yezreel Valley College, I focused my research on Media Psychology. 
In 2011 I started a research project with Prof. Jonatan Cohen from Haifa University, and we received the Israel Science Foundation (ISF) grant for our study on narrative persuasion. In 2015, as part of the research project we organized an international Media and Psychology workshop, hosting leading experts in this field from all over the world. These days I am continuing this research project with my research partner, Dr. Mazor-Tregerman.
My research agenda is centered on several studies that combine psychological traits and measures and new media; these included studies on new media and the 2015-2022 elections, the psycological motivations behind social networks close groups, the use of a second screen and its psychological impact on the experience of watching television, etc. In addition, I am conducting two main research projects with Dr. Peleg-Koriat, the Israel Prison Service and the Prisoner Rehabilitation Authority, on the innovative concept of restorative justice (RJ) procedure among inmates and ex-inmates. In the same vein, I am conducting a research project on emotion regulation in the legal process with Dr. Peleg-Koriat and Prof. Eran Halperin, a full professor of psychology at the Hebrew University of Jerusalem. Products from these projects have been published in highly reputable journals. Moreover, a research proposal in this field has been accepted and funded by the ISF foundation. In this research project, we examined the attitudes of incarcerated criminal offenders toward RJ and assessed the effectiveness of restorative practices in prison settings focused on inmates serving long sentences for serious crimes. Additionally, we explored public attitudes in Israel towards RJ and the psychological factors that can promote support for these approaches. Our latest study investigated the possibility of RJ between Jewish and Arab communities in Israel, examining the influence of ethnic biases as well as the willingness to engage in restorative dialogue during periods of conflict.  Through this funding, we have published four articles in leading journals with high ratings, and we have also been invited to present our research findings to researchers and practitioners in the field of RJ from the University of Edinburgh, Scotland (Dr. Estelle Zinstag, Dr. Steve Kirkwood, Clara Wisenfeld Paine and Gael Cochrane). This meeting has led to ongoing research collaboration. In the near future we plan to submit another proposal to the ISF for the continuation of this research project. In the proposed new part of the project, we intend to conduct a collaborative research project with researchers from the University of Edinburgh, whom expressed willingness to research with us, a comparative study on the readiness and effectiveness of RJ in both countries, utilizing virtual reality and artificial intelligence means.
Over the years, I have specialized in quantitative research methods and recently participated in an international workshop on mediation, moderation, and conditional process analysis under the direction of Prof. Andrew F. Hayes, one of the world's leading experts in this area.
In my work, I am trying to incorporate my studies and my teaching. This combination yielded over the years several new courses: psychology and law, communication psychology, persuasion and attitude change, a seminar on methods of persuasion and a new and original seminar called "Behind the Masks" on people and social networks. Moreover, in recent years I have tried to combine my research fields (social psychology, communication and healthcare). For example, my studies in the field of RJ connect the field of law with the field of psychology. The studies on the psychological aspects of social networks also combine psychology and communications. Moreover, In the field of research that combines communication and healthcare I studied the impact of searching medical information on the Internet from the psychological perspective. I also conducted research on the presentation of anorexia in the media and research on COVID-19 and spreading rumors on social networks. 
As to my teaching record: throughout the years as a lecturer, I was several times granted the Excellence Reward for teaching and my students' feedback ratings are among the highest in my college.
Finally, I have tried to use my work and findings for practical contribution to the community I live in and did so mainly by giving public lectures and talks on a voluntary basis. I lectured several times in the Moshav where I live to different populations (schoolchildren, adults and the village women's forum (and also gave lectures to "Enosh" organization, serving mentally ill people. I recently joined the "Halas-Sartan" Association, an association for young people recovering from cancer, where I serve as a facilitator for young recoverees. As a facilitator, I contribute from my personal experience and professional knowledge I have as a social psychologist and participate in the empowerment circle for those recovering from cancer.
At present I am working on several major research projects: First, the work sentence focuses on the RJ Project, funded by the ISF, and also the planning of a new proposal for the research's second phase, which will also be submitted for ISF funding.
Second, I continue with my colleagues in the Department of Communication to investigate the psychological effects of media consumption in the age of new media and social networks. On 2021 we started a research project in collaboration with a German researcher (Dr. Julian Unkel) from the Department of Media and Communication, University of Munich. In this project, we studied media consumption during the Russia-Ukraine war in Israel and Germany and we published two papers from this collaboration in leading academic journals. Following this collaboration and research on communication consumption during wartime, we recently met in Poland a leading communication researcher from Warsaw University (Dr. Monika Kożdoń-Dębecka),  who expressed willingness to conduct comparative research between communication consumption during the  “Iron Fist War" in Poland compared to Israel, as well as analyze the media agenda in both countries during wartime.  
In summary, as my record reveals, I am and will be applying the synergy of scientific disciplines, merging the areas of communication, criminology, health and law with the bridging perspective of social psychology. I do believe that my background as psychologist and a lawyer as well as my methodological skills and especially the in the use of sophisticated statistical measures – provide the necessary theoretical and methodological assets for this direction.  
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
