I.  Summary of my main Activities and Future Plans
Academic Profile
1. My primary research areas encompass the study of crime victims, particularly those affected by terrorist offenses and crimes motivated by ideological backgrounds. Publications: In recent years, I have begun to make greater use of Artificial Intelligence tools for academic research - both as research subjects and as tools to aid in research within the fields of counterterrorism, criminology, and law. I have become highly proficient with these tools through self-study and professional training workshops. In the future, I intend to teach students how to enhance their skills in leveraging AI technologies to further their academic pursuits.
Selected publications
4. My recent publications have appeared in reputable academic journals. For instance, my paper titled (A)"Procedural Justice, Therapeutic Jurisprudence, and Recidivism: Minors in the Juvenile Military Court of the West Bank" (International Journal of Offender Therapy and Comparative Criminology, 5-Year Impact Factor: 1.914) delves deeply into a somewhat obscure research question: Is it feasible to rehabilitate minors who have committed crimes rooted in ideological motives. Another article, (B) "Counter-Terrorist Financing of Terrorist Salaries," was published in Studies in Conflict and Terrorism (5-Year Impact Factor: 2.5). This article delves into economic warfare against terrorism and organized crime. (C) "Between Victims of Crime and Victims of Terrorism: Victims' Rights in the Military Courts in the West Bank" was co-authored with General Nathanel Benisho, the President of the Military Court of Appeals. This article, published in the New Criminal Law Review, analyzes the rights of terrorism victims. Also, during the coming year, my new book, which deals with the growing effects of third parties (rights organizations, politicians, lobbyists, etc.) on the legal process, is expected to be published by Springer-Nature.

Future Studies:
· Using AI to assess criminals' dangerousness and recidivism risk - This study aims to develop an AI-based system that can accurately assess criminals' dangerousness and recidivism risk. By analyzing various factors such as criminal history, psychological profiles, and social networks, the AI model will provide risk scores and predictions to assist law enforcement and correctional agencies in making informed decisions regarding sentencing, parole, and rehabilitation efforts.
· Using AI to identify true and false signals in criminal proceedings. This project will investigate the potential of using AI to detect deception in courtroom testimonies. By analyzing various verbal and non-verbal cues, such as facial expressions, voice inflections, and language patterns, the AI system could assist judges and juries in assessing the credibility of witnesses.
· Potential biases in AI algorithms used in the justice system - This research will investigate the potential biases in AI algorithms used within the justice system. By examining the data used to train these algorithms and their decision-making processes, the study aims to identify and quantify any biases that may disproportionately impact certain groups, such as minorities or low-income individuals. 
· Ethical Implications of AI in Predictive Policing - This research will explore the ethical concerns surrounding the use of AI algorithms in predictive policing. It will examine the potential for AI to perpetuate biases and discriminate against certain communities, as well as the impact on privacy rights and civil liberties. The study will propose guidelines for the responsible implementation of AI in law enforcement.
· AI-Assisted Sentencing: Developing an AI Model for Fair and Consistent Sentencing This study aims to develop an AI-based model that can assist judges in determining appropriate sentences for convicted criminals.
· Impact of Prisoners' Rights on Professional Judges: This study focuses on how prisoners' rights (Such as the right of a prisoner not to wear a prison uniform) influence the decisions and actions of professional judges.
·  Influence of Expert Courts on Sentencing in Security Offenses: This study investigates the role of expert courts, specifically military courts, in sentencing individuals involved in security offenses.
· Recidivism and De-radicalization Among Convicted Terrorists: This study will explore the factors influencing recidivism and the effectiveness of de-radicalization programs among convicted terrorists. By analyzing data on terrorist offenders, their backgrounds, and their post-release behavior, the research aims to identify key predictors of recidivism and the most successful strategies for promoting disengagement from extremist ideologies.

5. Shortly, I am poised to submit a proposal to the Israel Science Foundation. Our proposal seeks to secure funding for a comprehensive research endeavor focusing on military courts. This pivotal research subject has thus far remained relatively underrepresented within academic discourse, warranting a more profound examination. This issue has become highly topical, considering the Hamas attack in October 2023 and the intention to prosecute terrorists in military courts.
