L. Summary of my Activities and Future Plans
[bookmark: _Hlk163040679]Here is the summary of my activities and future plans:
I was born in 1960, a Daliat El Carmel resident. After high school at the Reali Hebrew School in Haifa, I started medical studies at the Technion. Shortly after the internship, I started working full-time in the emergency room as a house doctor, at Rambam Hospital in Haifa.  After a year I started my first specialty in internal medicine (4 years), threw which, I did a basic science research in the clinical immunology laboratory at the Faculty of Medicine and two publications came out of this, one in LANCET and the other in ACTA PEDIATRICA, leading newspapers in their field (Q1).
At the end of my first specialty, I returned to the Emergency Department as a senior doctor and after a few years I specialized in Immunology, Allergy and AIDS (two and a half years) and later I did a third specialty in Emergency Medicine.
In the year 2000, I was appointed as the director of the Medical Emergency Room within the Emergency Department (not trauma) and in year 2001 I studied an organizational consulting degree at the University of Haifa. Several years after that, I did a degree in health systems management in the thesis track at the University of Haifa (MHA).
In 2008 and at the same time as managing the Internal Emergency Room at the hospital, I was added to the hospital's management and after several years, I received the appointment of deputy chair of Medicine and Research at the hospital. In 2015, I moved to the hospital's management a full-time job as the head of the Accreditation program of the Joint Commission International (JCI), an international standard of quality and safety care in addition to a number of other administrative positions in the hospital's management.
At the same time, I worked as a family physician from 1988 at the Maccabi Health Medical Organization (HMO), and in 1996, I initiated the establishment of a branch in Daliat El Carmel and was the branch's medical director until 2011. In 2011, I received the position of consulting physician at the Leumit HMO branch in the village.
At the national level, I was the secretary and treasurer of the Emergency Medicine Association for two terms, and I was part of the top committee in organizing the National Emergency Medicine conferences on an annual basis. Later, in addition to presentations at conferences, I conducted panels at these conferences almost on a regular basis.
Upon assuming the position of the union committee, we began publishing the first Israeli Journal in Emergency Medicine on a quarterly basis, and I became the Editing Manager of the journal. Article from Israel and other countries were peer reviewed and published.
By virtue of my position on the EM Association, I was appointed as the representative on the Scientific Council of the Medical Association for three terms, as well as a member of committees in the Ministry of Health.

Peer review for other journals: Although I am busy as a physician, I tried to help others and review their manuscripts. However, the most remarkable review I did was the manuscript that the editor in chief of the Lancet wrote himself and asked me to review it personally after his visit to Rambam, what changed his attitude to Israeli collaboration with the Lancet.  Thereafter, the Lancet published a whole issue about Medicine in Israel in the Arabic, Hebrew and English languages, and I was invited personally by the editor in chief, to write a side bar about health issues, characteristic to the Druze community in Israel. 

Teaching experience: As a physician in an academic hospital, we are required to teach interns and medical students from a very early stage in our professional lives. The teaching includes the pre-clinical stage in the Faculty of Medicine and bedside education in the department. I received an academic appointment as a clinical Senior Lecturer (Educational) in the faculty of medicine and today I am chair of Emergency Department in the Technion Faculty of Medicine. From 2021 - 2023, I was an adjunct senior lecturer in the Max Stern Yezreel Valley College and in the last year, I am in half job a senior lecturer as my main educational work.
 
Publication experience: My interests of research are in Emergency Medicine, Health Organizations and Health System management. I have a total of 47 publication and a Book. Of these 47 publication, 22 articles are published in highly ranked journals (Q1 & Q2, including the Lancet). In 30, I am the leading author (first or last author). In addition, I have published a professional book in Organizations Management and Leadership. This is a Professional Commercial book written by Fuad Basis and Available at Steimatzky and Tzomet Sfarim bookstores as well as in Focus Publisher website. The book was purchased by some universities` libraries as an educational professional book. 

Other (volunteering) public activities:
As a physician, I was appointed as a member of the Ministry of Health steering committee for promoting the Druze community health status in Israel (2022 – present). In addition, I am a member of the Municipality Emergency Team for preparedness for war scenarios and mass casualties. 
In the educational field, I volunteered to give lectures to schools’ pupils in deferent grades in the village, about health issues like heart diseases, sexual maturation, overweight among adolescents, and the harm of cigarette smoking. I also gave volunteer lecture to elderly homes about Diabetes control, physical activity and heart disease prevention. I gave lectures to handicap`s club in the village about Depression and Psychosomatic disorders.
In addition, I was invited twice to lecture in Hareali School in Haifa about teamwork in a hospital under missile strikes (Rambam Medical center) in the 2006 Lebanese war. I also volunteered to lecture about the Druze as a community and as a Secret Religion.
Until the last ten years, in Daliat El Carmel, there were no emergency services (MDA ambulance services). As an Emergency Medicine Physician, I was called many times to start lifesaving resuscitations to citizens of the village with sudden cardiac arrest or accidents, until the arrival of the Intensive Care Ambulances and thereafter. In many cases, we succeeded in restoring life. 
        
Future Plans: The Rambam Healthcare Campus` medical chart is fully computerized and from the Business Intelligence software, we have a huge database for future research, not in clinical field only, but rather in quality of medicine, financial and managerial fields, which may have impact on public health too. Since moving to hospital management, I have more time for writing than I had while working and managing the Medical Emergency Department. This may explain the number of publications in the last three years.
