 H. Summary of my Activities and Future Plans
Summary of Activities and Future Plans  
As a member of the first BA cohort in Communication at the Hebrew University of Jerusalem (1992-1995), I had the privilege of learning from giants in the field, including Prof. Elihu Katz. This formative experience instilled in me a deep reverence for communication scholarship that has guided my nearly 30-year journey in academia, from my early days as a teaching assistant to my current role as department head. 
My research journey began with examining how new technologies transform journalistic practices (my doctoral dissertation on American political reporters' adoption of the Internet) and has evolved into a comprehensive exploration of digital media's impact across multiple domains: journalism, politics, education, social life, and increasingly, our response to climate change. This evolution reflects both the dramatic changes in our media landscape and my commitment to understanding technology's role in addressing society's most pressing challenges. Much of this work has been conducted in close collaboration with Dr. Yaron Ariel and Prof. Dana Weimann-Saks, my primary research partners
Primary Research Streams
1. Climate Communication: A Critical Frontier
In recent years, I have emerged as one of the few researchers in Israel examining media's role in fighting climate change. This work represents not merely a new research interest, but a critical application of political communication theories to one of humanity's most urgent challenges. My pioneering study of Israeli journalists' perspectives on climate coverage reveals the inherent political dimensions of environmental reporting.
Currently, I am collaborating with Dr. Hen Friman from HIT on an innovative project examining how AI-generated climate crisis simulations affect public engagement with the fight against climate change. This research explores the potential of emerging technologies to overcome psychological distance and motivate climate action. 
My future plans include expanding my climate change communication research to understand under what conditions media can advance climate action versus when it might hinder progress, examining perspectives from political actors, experts, and diverse stakeholders.
2. New Technologies as Journalistic Tools and Emerging Forms of Journalism
Since my doctoral work, I have consistently examined how emerging technologies transform journalistic practice and create new forms of journalism. My research on Twitter adoption among Israeli journalists reveals unique patterns of professional tool appropriation in a "Twitter-unfriendly" society. More recently, my work on Telegram explores a new genre of journalism, examining the ethical and professional challenges faced by journalist-influencers operating outside traditional newsroom structures during the "Swords of Iron" war. This longitudinal perspective—from early Internet adoption to contemporary platform journalism—provides crucial insights into the evolving nature of news work and the emergence of alternative journalistic forms.
3. Political Communication in Digital Environments
Through theoretical and empirical work, I have explored how digital technologies fundamentally alter political communication dynamics. My theoretical papers (including a significant contribution with Prof. Gabi Weimann and Dr. Yaron Ariel) reconceptualize traditional models for the digital age. This framework underpins my empirical studies of Israeli elections (2015-2022), examining the interplay between traditional and social media in shaping public agendas and political engagement.
4. Crisis Communication in Hybrid Media Systems
My research systematically examines media consumption during national crises, pioneering the study of emerging digital platforms in wartime contexts. My 2015 research on WhatsApp usage during Operation "Protective Edge" was the first to examine this crucial platform's role in Israel, particularly during conflict. This groundbreaking work established a research trajectory that continues through "Guardian of the Walls" (2021) and "Swords of Iron" (2023-2024), revealing evolving patterns of second-screen behaviors, rumor propagation, and information-seeking during uncertainty. Currently, I am completing a study on Telegram usage during the 2025 Israel-Iran tensions from users' perspectives, adding another layer to our understanding of platform-specific crisis communication. This work extends to international crises, with comparative research on media consumption patterns in Israel and Germany during the Russia-Ukraine war. Another study I had the fortune to be part of, was about rumors spreading via digital platforms during the COVID19 pandemic. My colleagues and I shared this study with a Chinese scholar, to add a comparative element to our understanding of the phenomenon at stake.
5. Social Uses and Impacts of New Media
My extensive research program examines how new media platforms reshape social interactions across diverse contexts and populations. The study of women's closed Facebook groups represents one strand of this broader investigation into digital sociality, revealing how online spaces facilitate unique forms of support, intimacy, and community building. This research stream encompasses various platforms and populations, providing comprehensive insights into the social transformations enabled by digital technologies.
6. Digital Technologies in Higher Education
A significant strand of my research examines how new technologies transform teaching and learning in academic settings. My current collaboration with Dr. Roseanne Kheir Farraj, Prof. Clara Rispler, and Dr. Danny Glick investigates how Virtual Reality affects soft skills and success in English Medium Instruction (EMI) courses. This builds on my previous work with Dr. Yaron Ariel examining faculty and student perspectives on smartphone use in classrooms, and my earlier research on digital discussion forums' impact on student empowerment. This research stream contributes to understanding how digital technologies can enhance or hinder learning processes in higher education.
Methodological Innovation and Research Collaborations
My research combines independent scholarship with strategic collaborations, both nationally and internationally. While I pursue solo projects (particularly in climate communication), much of my work benefits from collaboration with Dr. Yaron Ariel and Prof. Dana Weimann-Saks, as well as international partners from Germany and China. 
Methodologically, I employ sophisticated mixed-method approaches that I have refined since my Master's thesis and doctoral dissertation. While I extensively use qualitative tools, particularly in-depth interviews that provide rich insights into media practices and experiences, I complement these with rigorous quantitative analyses. This methodological diversity, enriched by my postdoctoral training in sociology at Boston College, enables examination of both macro-patterns and micro-processes in media use.
Current and Future Research Agenda
Immediate Projects:
1. AI and Climate Communication (with Dr. Hen Friman): Examining how AI-generated visualizations affect climate engagement
2. VR in Higher Education (with Dr. Roseanne Kheir Farraj, Prof. Clara Rispler, Dr. Danny Glick): Investigating VR's impact on soft skills in EMI courses
3. Telegram Journalism: Ethical and professional challenges facing this new genre of journalist-influencers
4. Political Evil and deception in the new media and AI era: a theoretical paper I am currently working on with Dr. Yaron Ariel
Long-term Vision:
My research agenda centers on establishing a comprehensive research program on climate communication in Israel, with strong international dimensions. I aim to develop theoretical frameworks for understanding media's role in climate action; expand international collaborations, particularly in climate communication research; and create evidence-based recommendations for journalists, policymakers, and activists. In addition, I intend to continue my exploration of media technology-oriented changes in the realm of political communication.
Vision as Full Professor
As I advance toward full professorship, I envision to:
1. Establishing Israel's first dedicated climate communication research center with strong international partnerships
2. Bridging academia and practice through partnerships with news organizations and environmental groups
3. Balancing independent research with strategic collaborations to maximize research impact
My research trajectory demonstrates consistent growth while maintaining coherent focus on technology's transformative effects—from changing how journalists work to reshaping political discourse and now, potentially, mobilizing climate action. This evolution, grounded in the strong theoretical foundation I received from pioneers like Prof. Elihu Katz, Prof. Gadi Woldsfeld, Prof. Gabi Weimann, and others, positions me to make significant contributions to both communication scholarship and society's response to its most pressing challenges. 
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
